HEROES RETURN 
 
WW2 veterans from the UK, Channel Islands and Republic 
of Ireland can apply for travel and accommodation costs to 
visit the places where they saw active service.  They can 
also receive funding to take part in an official 
commemoration in the UK. 
 
Veterans who fought with or alongside British forces in World 
War 2 and who are resident in the UK and the Republic of 
Ireland are eligible.  War Widows and widowers of veterans 

are also eligible for funding and carers and spouses can 
receive funding to travel with veterans. 
 
Amounts of between £150 and £5,500 are available 
depending on the number of people taking part and the 
destination - the programme ends on 31

st
 January 2011.

CHANGING SPACES:   
ACCESS TO NATURE 

 
Access to Nature is run by 
Natural England on behalf of a 
consortium of environmental 
organisations.  It is a £25m 

grants programme to encourage people 
from all backgrounds to understand, 
access and enjoy our natural 
environment.  It aims to encourage 
more people to enjoy the outdoors, 
particularly those who face social 
exclusion or those that currently have 
little or no contact with the natural 
environment.  It will fund projects in 
urban, rural and coastal communities 
across England. 
 
The programme will award grants of 
between £50,000 and £500,000 to 
support projects that deliver one or 
more of the programmes main 
outcomes.  In addition the programme 
will make a small number of larger 

grants of over £500,000 for projects 
which have  national significance or 
impact. 
 
The programme was launched in April 
2008 and ends on 30 June 2010. 
 
Access to Nature will only award grants 
to not-for-profit community based 
organisations in England.  This includes 
community groups governed by a 
written constitution, registered charities 
and trusts, parish councils and colleges, 
companies with a charitable purpose 
and community focus, mutual societies, 
church-based and o ther  f a i th 
organisations.

Any charity 
with a qualifying project is entitled to 
apply for an options appraisal grant, a 
refundable project development grant or 

a loan. Financial assistance is available 
only for buildings that are listed, 
scheduled or in a conservation area and 
of acknowledged historic merit. 
 
Funding is not for private owners or 
buildings in continuing long-term 
ownership or use.  Voluntary and 
community groups can apply but you will 
need to be a registered charity.

Make sure 
your application shows the impact 
your project has on the 
community. 

 

 Where you are using statistics to 
make a point, please ensure that 
they are relevant. 

 

 The Links Foundation reviews a 
large number of applications.  To 
ensure yours stand out, be as 
engaging, creative and innovative 
as possible. 

 
The application form is relatively simple 
and you will it asks you to fill in four 
separate boxes: 
 

 Project Description 

 Delivery Management 

 Sustainability/Exit Strategy 

 Evaluation 

All of these are crucial to your overall 
application so ensure you give sufficient 
details to each heading.
